A Lazy Person Will Hinder the Vision.

Reference Scriptures:

1 Chron 12:1-5; Exodus 17; Proverbs 18:9; 19:24
A lazy person will tear down.

A lazy person is cursed.

A lazy person is a sleeper, not a thinker.

Lazy people hinder the vision.

Lazy people cast judgment against the vision.

In a lazy person, a demonic spirit has attached itself to that
person.

- What good is a church that does not advance the
kingdom of God.

- If we have a gift, and don’t do it, who have we
helped.

- Laziness is close to witchcraft. It must be cast out —
it is a spirit.

- If you are not a helper, then what are you?
God wants us to work in the gifts that He has given us. The
church is not a place to criticize but it is a place to exercise —

exercise your gifts.

The mission of the church belongs to everyone. It does not
belong to just one person.

When we are lazy, we end up in the corner; sick and dying.

Wherever God assigns you, He blesses you right where
you are.

What mantle has fallen to you. Without a mantle the
workers are illegitimate. The bible says “I am not calling
you bastards but sons.”

When you receive the mantle then you should do the
work of the one whose mantle it was. The anointing falls
on us to do the work.

If you are not dedicated and committed to God, you are
without a mantle.

When you are a worker, you are:

- A diligent worker
- A supporter

- An assister

We should be in this race to increase the work of God,

not to please man or a Pastor.
