Winning Through the Power of Praise 
 
Hebrews 13:15:  By Him therefore let us offer the 
sacrifice of praise to God continually, that is the fruit 
of our lips giving thanks to his name. 
 
Winning through the power of praise.  Praise is the 
believer’s key to winning the battles that we face.  In 
times like these with so much coming at the people 
of God: the up and down economy, gas prices are 
ridiculous, our communities are enraged, and 
divorces are at an all time high.  The family and their 
values are out the window, trouble is on very side.  
As soon as you are out of trouble you find yourself 
back in trouble…is there no end in sight? 
 
I say there is an end to all of this madness.  There is 
an answer to the problem.  We are not defeated.  We 
are not losers but that is what the enemy wants us to 
believe.  Apostle Paul said in Ephesians 6:10, 
“Finally my brethren be strong in the Lord, in the 
power of his might.” 
 
During these difficult times we must, as Saints of 
God, stay focused – stay strong and keep the faith.  I 
believe Paul is saying our strength must be great and 
become even greater so that we keep the ability to 
stand and stand in confidence.  While serving in the 
Marines, I learned that whenever you engage with 
the enemy you stand and move quickly through the 
enemy winning with a high volume of fire power, 
never losing confidence regardless of what is going 
on all around you.  Paul said in II Corinthians 10:4, 
“The weapons of our warfare are not carnal but 

mighty through God to the pulling down of 
strongholds.”   
 
Saints, please hear me and get this revelation.  
Most of us are familiar with a firearm – let’s say a 
pistol, the pistol itself is not dangerous unless it is 
loaded with a projectile commonly known as a 
bullet.   
 
Having the pistol in one hand and the bullet in the 
other, will have no effect on the enemy that is 
trying to destroy you.  When you place the weapon 
in the hands of someone who is skilled or learned – 
that weapon now becomes a weapon of 
destruction.  The pistol is the launching 
mechanism of the projectile. Within the pistol is a 
firing pin that strikes the bullet, which in turn 
ignites the primer inside the bullet.  The primer 
explodes and sends the bullet through the barrel 
toward its intended target – with the purpose of 
destroying the enemy which is attacking you.   
 
Well, our Father has given you and me a greater 
weapon. Instead of using weapons natural men 
fight with – this weapon is a supernatural weapon 
and when used properly this weapon will bring 
total victory.  I’m speaking of Praise…yes, Praise.  
Praise is like the bullet we talked about earlier.  It 
needs a launching place and the launching place is 
our mouth.  Psalm 8:2 – “Out of the mouth of 
babes and suckings thou hast ordained strength 
because of thine enemies that thou mayest still the 
enemy and the avenger.” 
 
Let me give you this little insight – when the 
believer truly praises God, he or she moves from 
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the natural to the supernatural and the praise that comes from 
us becomes might missiles going directly to repel the enemy 
which is attacking us. 
 
Saints this is why no weapon formed at us can prosper.  
Because praise is who we are and definitely what we do.  
Praise causes us to win.  I love to talk to winners and be in 
the company of winners.  Winners have eyes of champions.  
There is a ray of confidence in their eyes.  They see through 
the eyes of faith which can look out further grabbing hold to 
victory leading them to triumph. 
 
Let’s talk for a few minutes on why praise is so vital:  
1. Praise and Worship helps us to become God-centered.  As 
we offer praise and Worship unto God, we are recognizing 
his Lordship and might to rule over us.   
2.  Praise and Worship are ways of staying our minds on 
Him.  While we keep our mind on Him, God will find a life 
of perfect peace.   
 
3.  Praise and Worship helps us to develop our love 
relationship with God.  Even in the natural as a husband and 
wife praise one another they are drawn to one another.   
 
4.  As we sow, we shall reap.  Gal 6:8.  “As we give it shall 
be given unto us Luke 6:38, as we give ourselves to God, He 
in turn sends showers of blessings upon us.  Job 36:26-29 
 
5.  Praise and Worship is the language of faith when we 
believe and trust in God, we will praise Him in spite of 
circumstances.  A people of faith have set themselves to seek 
after the Lord.  
 
Praise and Worship releases the power and the presence of 
God.  In other words, God inhabits the praises of His people. 
Psalm 22:3.  A living testimonial would be Jehoshphat as he 
found this out as He went singing into battle.  II Chronicles 
20.  Paul and Silas found out that as they sung praise to God 
the place where they were was shaken by the power of God

Below are some tips that can help you take charge of 
your health care by making informed decisions 
that affect your health…and your wallet!  
 
 
 

·  Take the time to carefully select a doctor or health 
care provider. Ask friends for recommendations.  
Investigate whether or not the doctor participates 
with your health insurance plan.   Out of network 
costs are significantly higher than using providers 
in the network. 

·  Compile a list of questions or concerns you wish to 
discuss during visits with your health care 
provider. Many people forget to ask questions 
during their doctor visit, so be prepared! 

·  Ask questions about medications you are 
prescribed and if there is a comparable generic  
prescription. Understand why you are taking it and 
how it should be taken. Finish all medications, 
even if you are feeling better.  

·  Keep a checklist of all medications and over-the-
counter supplements you are taking, and share this 
list with your health care provider.  This is 
especially important if you are seeing more than 
one doctor. 

·  Be aware of routine medical tests and examinations 
and the recommended times to have them. Pay 
close attention to instructions provided by your 
doctor prior to any procedure.  You may be able to 
avoid unnecessary and expensive tests.  

·  Use home medical tests or businesses for routine 
medical tests when available. They are less costly 
and can be used without a visit to the doctor.

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Moses was born Hebrew but was raised as an Egyptian.  
Moses was in a unique position to become a tool in God's 
hands to carry out the plan of God for his people.  Moses 
knew all about the beliefs, the customs, the traditions, the 
thinking and the feeling of Pharaoh long before he faced 
him for the freedom of God's people.  
 
The circumstance of Moses' birth was no mystery, no 
accident, nothing strange to God.  Moses' early life and 
rearing prepared him for the destiny God had in his life.  
Even in the face of what surely looked like death for the 
infant child, God was still in control. 
 
Our lives are never beyond the scope of God's control.  It 
does not matter what circumstance you happen to be 
born into - God has you exactly where He wants you - to 
prepare and condition you and shape you for the unique 
destiny that He has planned for you. 
 
Despite your circumstances, God already knew what it 
would look like, God knew what you were going to face 
long before you were conceived.  Eph 1:11- ‘In whom 
also we have obtained an inheritance, being 
predestinated according to the purpose of him who 
worketh all things after the counsel of his own will.” 
 
Being destined according to the purpose of him who 
worketh all things after the counsel of his own will. 
 
Predestinated - chosen and appointed beforehand.  
Jeremiah 1:5 - “Before I formed thee in the belly I knew 
thee; and before thou camest forth out of the womb I 
sanctified thee, and I ordained thee a prophet unto the 
nations.” 
 
We can find comfort and strength and peace knowing 
that whatever the circumstance of our birth - whether it 
be abject poverty, wealth and privilege, illness, disease, a 
handicap, a product of an unsavory situation, an 
incestuous relationship, or even born to parents that 
viewed your birth as an accident, parents who didn't 
express love and approval, etc.  It does not matter.  You 
may even question how God can use you because of 
what and where you come from.  Remember your 
background and God's hand in your life has uniquely 
equipped you for a place of service in the kingdom of 
God. 
 
Never despise your beginning.  Job 8:7- “Though thy 

beginning was small, yet thy latter end should greatly 
increase.”   We sometimes allow our background or 
circumstances to become stumbling blocks to our 
destiny.  We stand in the way of our own growth, our 
own victories, of our own destiny. 
 
God never intended for Joseph's circumstances to stop 
him.  God allowed each event, so that Joseph would be 
better prepared to assume the position as second most 
powerful man in Egypt.  So that Moses would be better 
able to lead and deal with a nation of grumbling, 
complaining and unbelieving folk who were God's 
chosen. 
 
If Moses or Joseph wouldn't have faced the events, the 
circumstances that they faced - they couldn't handle the 
destiny God had for them.  God allows things to come 
into our lives first, so that we will learn to trust and 
depend on Him.  Trust Him to handle whatever problem 
arises.  It builds up our faith in Him. It enlarges our 
view of God.  We learn through our trials and 
tribulations that God is capable of doing more and 
working in ways that inspire awe and that simply are 
amazing.  We develop a relationship, a rapport with 
God during trouble that is much more in-depth, much 
more intimate and much more concrete to us than if we 
never faced trouble. 
 
Our circumstance provides an opportunity for God to be 
glorified, magnified and highly esteemed in our own 
lives.  That's why we cannot make judgments about 
people based upon their background, their skin color, 
their income level, their job, their denomination, or even 
their service in church.  These things have nothing to do 
with God's ability and God's destiny in our lives, unless 
we allow them to be a hindrance.  Jeremiah 29:11: “ For 
I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the 
LORD, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an 
expected end.” 
 
People will always talk and attempt to hold you back.  
They will attempt to deposit their baggage concerning 
you on you.  But, remember, your background or 
current circumstances are only the first step toward your 
divine destiny.

Therefore, esteem him very highly in 
love for his work’s sake. (1 Thess 5:12-13)

b.  Respect him for his office. 
c.  Respect him because he is your leader. 

 
2.  Follow Your Pastor as he follows Christ  

(1 Cor 11:1; Hebrews 13:7) 
 
Never blindly follow anyone but always follow 
the man of God who is following Jesus Christ 
as set forth in the Word of God. (Phil 3:17-21)  
Gideon said, “Look on me and do thou 
likewise.”
