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Equipping Ourselves to Receive our Promises 
Possessing Your Promise 
 
Supt. V. Robinson III, Th.D 
 
There are numerous promises the Bible has in store 
for the believer. Yet too often we miss out on them 
because we do not lay siege to what the Lord has 
promised.  
 
This lesson I pray will stir you to recall those 
blessings that have been promised to you and me 
and become bold enough to go and get them. We 
live in a time of information. We now can surf the 
World Wide Web in just a moment or two at home 
or even on our cell phones, we take laptops every 
trip we take, and in our homes we have several 
computers at hand. So there is no excuse for us to 
be sitting by the wayside not appropriating the 
promises or blessings that God has already 
prepared for those who love him. If we were to 
look back for a moment at the Old Testament 
beginning with Abram, whose name was later 
changed to Abraham, we see that God promised 
him greatness. 
   
Let’s look at Genesis 12: 1-3 in those verses you 
see the Lord giving Abram instructions in what to 
do. #1 Get out of thy country- In other words this is 
not the place where I will bless you. Could the 
reason we are not blessed be because we still want 
to hang around the shallow? Is it because we desire 
not to move in true worship? True praise? True 
consecration? God told Abram to move because 
there would be too many distractions at home. He 
would never truly depend upon God but rather on 
what he was familiar with. A lot of times God will 
not bless us to the fullness because we fail to move 
from what we are use to, finding ourselves locked 
out of the full blessings of the Lord.  
 
Moving doesn’t mean leaving your church to find 
another. Moving or getting out simply involves 
getting out of your flesh and into the Spirit. It 

means availing yourself to go deeper in the things 
of the Lord. You will be surprised to know that as 
soon as you change your mentality and move into 
the Spirit you will experience the promises of the 
Lord.  
 
Let’s look at what God said and did for Abram. 
Notice his name is still Abram, which means high 
father, but Abraham means father of a multitude 
(Genesis 17).  What did God promise? God went 
into Covenant with Abram. A covenant is an oath, 
a promise which is always conditional. God said 
(1) I will make thee a great nation (2) I will bless 
thee (3) Make thy name great (4) You shall be a 
blessing (5) I will bless those that bless you (6) 
Curse them that curse you (7) All the families of 
the earth shall be blessed with a redeemer. Here we 
see a sevenfold promise God said to Abram. 
Because of the last promise (a coming redeemer) 
we now can say we are seed of Abraham and heir. 
So let us arise and move in the fullness of God’s 
Word concerning us. If you are a reader of my 
writing you know I always leave you with 
principles or guidelines to follow. How did 
Abraham receive his promises?  
 
Well….. #1 Abraham received a specific word 
from God, yes just a word. He then built his 
confidence to walk in faith. You Must HEAL.  #2 
Abraham walked in faith and believed in God. If 
we fail to walk in faith the results will end in 
failure. Faith is what pleases God, and we know 
without faith it is totally impossible to please the 
Lord. #3 The next principle is obedience. You can 
have faith but until you obey what He has told you 
to do it will never come to pass. My friend if a 
millionaire told you that he has a million dollars 
for you and it’s yours if you go and dig it up. In his 
backyard he leaves you a sketch exactly where to 
dig it up and you say it may be there but I’m not 
going to dig because it’s too much work and forget 
it, you already know that person is not going to 
receive his money. It’s still in the ground but 
unless we obey the Word, the vision, our promises 
will lay unclaimed by us. But get up, obey his 
word, and receive your promise.

How do you connect to people? It’s a question I’ve been thinking about increasingly in recent days, as life gets 
more hectic and the pressures of work make time ever more precious.  
 
As with so many things, the internet can be a blessing or a curse. It can deliver information to our fingertips at the 
click of a mouse, give us access to knowledge, understanding, entertainment and much more at very modest cost – 
and help us communicate faster, wider and more creatively than ever before.  
 
But we all know some of the downsides: pornography, pedophiles, junk e-mail, ‘phishing’ scams where crooks try 
to hijack your bank account. It can also be addictive, divide families and lure many into gambling habits and more.  
Too much time online can see you neglecting family relationships. Yet interest groups via e-mail, hobby websites, 
instant messaging and more can see you make plenty of new friends. And the constant interaction can see you feel 
you know these people better than many you see day to day.  
 
Relationships need time, and they need regular feeding. In our stopwatch lifestyles, leisurely conversation is a 
prized gem that so often seems just out of reach. Even texting and instant messaging can so often be just brief 
exchanges of information.

With children back in school, the opportunity for them 
as well as your family members to contract the H1N1 flu 
virus could be increased.  We encourage you to take a 
moment to read the following preventive measures. 
  

·  Teach your children to wash their hands often 
with soap and water or an alcohol-based hand  

            rub.  You can set a good example by doing this 
            yourself. 
 
 

·  Teach your children not to share personal 
items like drinks, food or unwashed utensils, and 
to cover their coughs and sneezes with tissues.  
Covering up their coughs or sneezes using the 
elbow, arm or sleeve instead of the hand when a 
tissue is unavailable. 
 
 

·  Know the signs and symptoms of the flu. 
Symptoms of the flu include fever (100 degrees  

            Fahrenheit, 37.8 degrees Celsius or greater),  
            cough, sore throat, a runny or stuffy nose, body  
            aches, headache, and feeling very tired.  Some 
            people may also vomit or have diarrhea. 
 
 
 

·  Keep sick children at home for at least 24 hours 
after they no longer have a fever or do not have  

            signs of fever, without using fever-reducing  
drugs.  Keeping children with a fever at home  
will reduce the number of people who may get  
infected. 

 
 
 

·  Do not send children to school if they are sick. 
Any children who are determined to be sick  

            while at school may be sent home.  Please check 
            with your school on their current policy. 
 
 
Of course, we encourage everyone to continue to be 
diligent about the necessary precautions to take while at 
work.  As a reminder, people can be infected by 
touching something with the flu virus on it and then 
touching their mouth, nose or eyes.   
 
If you think you have symptoms related to the H1N1 
virus, you should seek medical advice from your health 
care provider.

Question: "Who was Cain's wife? Was Cain's wife 
his sister?" 
 
Answer: The Bible does not specifically say who 
Cain’s wife was. The only possible answer was that 
Cain's wife was his sister or niece or great-niece, etc. 
The Bible does not say how old Cain was when he 
killed Abel (Genesis 4:8). Since they were both 
farmers, they were likely both full-grown adults, 
possibly with families of their own. Adam and Eve 
surely had given birth to more children than just Cain 
and Abel at the time Abel was killed. They definitely 
had many more children later (Genesis 5:4). The fact 
that Cain was scared for his own life after he killed 
Abel (Genesis 4:14) indicates that there were likely 
many other children and perhaps even grandchildren 
of Adam and Eve already living at that time. Cain's 
wife (Genesis 4:17) was a daughter or granddaughter  
of Adam and Eve. 
 
Since Adam and Eve were the first (and only) human 
beings, their children would have no other choice than 
to intermarry. God did not forbid inter-family marriage 
until much later when there were enough people to 
make intermarriage unnecessary (Leviticus 18:6-18). 
The reason that incest today often results in genetic 
abnormalities is that when two people of similar 
genetics (i.e., a brother and sister) have children 
together, there is a high risk of their recessive 
characteristics becoming dominant. When people from 
different families have children, it is highly unlikely 
that both parents will carry the same recessive traits. 
The human genetic code has become increasingly 
“polluted” over the centuries as genetic defects are 
multiplied, amplified, and passed down from 
generation to generation. Adam and Eve did not have 
any genetic defects, and that enabled them and the first 
few generations of their descendants to have a far 
greater quality of health than we do now. Adam and 
Eve’s children had few, if any, genetic defects. As a 
result, it was safe for them to intermarry.
